MEMORANDUM FOR RECORD

SUBJECT:  Departing With Your Pet From The Kingdom of Saudi Arabia

1. Dogs and Cats require documentation of current Rabies immunization by a licensed veterinarian. The Rabies vaccination must have been administered not less than 30 days prior to departure.

2. A licensed veterinarian must also sign a Veterinary Health Certificate. This certificate is only valid for ten days from the veterinarian’s physical exam certifying that the animal does not show signs of communicable disease or Rabies. Travel through Germany requires certificate in German e.g. DD Form 2621. (See a U.S. military veterinarian for forms in German.)

3. To leave the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia obtain a Veterinary Health Certificate for Living Animals from the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia Ministry of Agriculture and Water. The Veterinary Clinic of the Ministry of Agriculture and Water is located on King Abdul Aziz Road behind the main building. Hours 0800-1400, telephone 404-4515.

a. Bring the pet’s Rabies vaccination certificate and the signed U.S. Veterinary Health Certificate.

b. One photograph of pet I.D. size.

c. Currently the Ministry will issue the KSA Health Certificate without seeing the pet, since the USMTM Veterinarian has examined, vaccinated and issued a U.S. Health Certificate.

4. Carry your pet’s health records with you. Attach a photocopy of the Rabies and Health Certificates in a zip lock bag to the kennel and a contact name and telephone number.

5. Some airlines recommend confirmations 48 hours prior to departure for pet reservations.

6. Dogs and cats transported by air on U.S. carriers are protected by the Animal Welfare Act, which is enforced by the USDA Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service.

7. Birds require a 30-day quarantine at owner’s expense at a USDA Quarantine station.
